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The purposes of this research were to study factors affecting students’ behaviors adjusting towards
new learning environment and to compare the students’ attitudes towards the factors affecting to
students’ adjusting in learning at Mattayom Suksa 4 and first year students in Vocational Education
in Loei Province classifying by gender and type of education. Participants in this study were 360
students (6% of population) from Mattayom Suksa 4 in Loei Educational region 1, 2, and 3, and
first year students from Loei Vocational College, Loei Technical College, Dansai district Vocational
College, and Wangsapung district Vocational College, Loei Province in the academic year of 2009.
Research instruments were four questionnaires applying by the Likert scale from 1 to 5 to obtain
factors affecting students’ adjusting behaviors at Mattayom Suksa 4 and first year Vacational
Education in Loei province. The data were analyzed by descriptive statistiés and t-test at alpha
=.05. The results could be concluded as follows:

1. Students’ rating scores for facfors affecting students’ adjusting behaviors at Mattayom
Suksa 4 and first year Vacational Education in Loei province were in high level (average was 4.15).
In considering the students’ rating scores in each aspect, the results showed that the rating scores of
all aspects were in high levels, and also showed that high to low levels were family incomes,
educational institution, and instructors, respectively whereas the lowest level was students’ friends.

2. Comparing students” attitudes towards factors students’ adjusting behaviors at Mattayom
Suksa 4 and first year Vacational Education in Loei province, which classified into gender, the
result showed there was a significant difference in gender at alpha = .05. In the view of family
relations and family income levels, the result showed no significant difference.

3. Comparing students’ attitudes towards factors students’ adjusting behaviors at Mattayom
Suksa 4 and first year Vacational Education in Loei province, which classified by type of education.

The result showed there was not significant difference in the type of education.
