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The purpose of the research was to study of acceptance of children with special needs in
inclusive early childhood classroom who study in the lead schools for inclusive education ,bangkok
metropolis. The samples were ten teachers and one hundred forty students in ten inclusive early
childhood classroom in lead schools for inclusive education. The research instruments used in this

study were interviewing form, observation form, and sociometry rating form.

The research findings were as follows :

1) Behavior Demonstration, the result of the study found that the most of behavior relation
between teachers and students was talking with special needs children and look in their eyes in the
same times , talked and called name of special needs children . The result of the study found that the
most of teaching was teachers help and support special needs children for nearly normal ,make a
activities and help for learning

2) Opinion of inclusive education , the result of the study found that the most of teachers to
express opinion , inclusive education appropriate for special needs children more than special
education schools. Opinion of special needs children, the result of the study found that the most of
teachers feel love special needs children because teachers take care special needs children close up.

3) Acceptance of students study about helping , generousity,. common activity and
physical similarity. Especially common activity was lowest , hext a generousity , next a helping and

the highest scores was physical similarity .
