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The objective of this study was to stud}" the sexual behaviours between before and after
used intrauterine device acceptor. 57 acceptors who attended at Family Plainning Clinic
Chulalongkorn Hospital were recruited befs;veen January 2005and October 2006. All acceptors
were interviewed with a questionaire fér-abdut 20 minutes per pérson before intrauterine device
insertion. All of them were appointed to foliow ﬁp aﬁer 4‘wee.ks of insertion and then, were
interviewed with the same questionaire again.

The results of the study demonstrated that were statistical significant difference on sexual
response score betWeen befére and after intrauteﬁne device insertion in desire phase, excitement
phase, plateau phase and oréasmic phaée at p<.001. There W61:6 stétistical significant difference
on sexual satisfaction score between vbéfore and aftef intrauteriné device insertion at p< .001.
Sensation of painful intercourse after intrauterine device insertion was less than before insertion,
significantly at p<.001.

In conclusion, intrauterine device insertion had positive effect on sexual response.
