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This research has objects to conduct the application of Buddhist communication methods to apply with children and
evaluate their understanding of self-development as 5 Buddhist ideal principles which developed from 5 precepts of Buddhism by
conveying them to attend a camp through Participant Observation, Interview and.Workshop by selecting samples from local chiidren
in Tambol Mae-Moh, Lampang province which is studying in primary school year 1-6 from 2 schools as following ; 1) Ban Hang

Hung school with 66 children and 2) Ban Pong Chai school with 34 children.

From using the application of Buddhist communication Method in Artistical Method by 1.Cause listener fo clearly
acknowledge by minds as sight 2.Persuade listener to accept 3.Stimulate listener to do and act as teaching and
4 Effectuate listener to believe and accept to do and act with their pleasure and Buddhist communication in Method in
Strategical Method by 1.Know type of person to communicate 2.Select the right Dhama for the right person
3.Communicate from visible thing to invisible 4.Communicate from concrete noun to abstract noun 5.Communicate from
known thing to unknown 6.Communicate by self acting sample 7.Communicate from tool and 8.Communicate from
comparison via activities of 2 days 1 night camp which activities were created from 5 Buddhist ideal principles through
5 activity stations as following ; 1) Kindness 2) Generosity 3) Responsibility in relation of roles 4) Consciousness of

speaking and listening and 5) Consciousness of food in taking. The research results are ;

1. In forth and fifth station which can use all 8 Buddhist communication methods show that all groups of children
can improve their understanding with the highest leve! after activities attending but in the first station they can improve their
understanding with the lowest level. |

2. From these 5 stations reveal that understanding of the highest score groups of children (the fifth group) can
achieve 49.5 percentage of improvement compared with before activities attending while the lowest score group
(the second group) can achieve 34.6 percentage of improvement.

3. According to work shop activity found that not only the children can improve their understanding as
5 Buddhist ideal principles but they also enjoy and sirengthen their unity from every activity. In addition, to name the

activity stations, they mostly name them as characteristic from each activity.
