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The objective of this research was to study opinions of lecturers and students pertaining to the field
of Thai art at the undergraduate-leve!l in higher education, under the jurisdiction of the Commission on
Higher Education, inquiring into: lecturers, students, aims, lecturing method, subject matter, environment,
process, activities and evaluation, analysis and critical, process of research, making list of population. There
are 17 lecturers and 248 students in the field of Thai art at the undergraduate-leve! in higher education
under the jurisdiction of Commission on Higher Education in 2006/B.E 2549. Measurement instruments

included: questionnaires, comment and interviews and database-analysis.

According to the data obtained, thus far: 1) leamers should be mindful of the significance and
value in art and national heritage, and love Thai fine art. 2) The lecturers should possess knowledge and
particuiar expertise in Thai art. 3) The aims of the courses were to raise awareness and value of Thai art.
4) The subject matter should related towards preservation, inheritance, and maintenance of Thai art.
5) There should beyart halls or art museums in or neighboring the compound of the institution, and
knowledge sources in the fields of art, culture, and Thai's way of life in related institutions. 6) For the
teaching methods, there should be an exercise, demonstration, and example, and aims setting the learning
method. 7) Activities process: students should be able to set the structure for their own activities and plan
for further activities. 8) In the process of evaluation, the students should be able to analyze, comment and
understand Thai art and its processes. 9) In evaluating of the skills, the students should be efficient in
achieving their goals. 10) In general: the students should have the awareness of Thai art, and be confident
with responsibilities. 11) Basis of evaluation should be reported in advance, and evaluate studies method.
12) There should be critics on the works of students for further development. According to the interview from
Director of this field of study, it has been found that students were less interested to enrolment, few materials
and seminar attendance for lecturers. The numbers of lecturers should be increased. In the matter of
environment, the working places should be renovated from their current conditions and sufficient exhibition

space should also be available.
