Research : Factors Related to Basic Sport Strategy for National Sport Development

Purpose : The study of the factors related to the basic sport strategy for national sport
development was to investigate the factors related to the basic sport strategy for national sport
development.

Method : The samples were experts actually involved in sports from the Ministry of Education
and the Ministry of Tourism and Sport. They were retired government officers, teachers at the
elementary education to higher education, Sports Committees of the House of Representative and
the Senate and private group. The research procedures consisted of three steps. In the first step,
three experts were interviewed in dept and the next three experts filled out questionnaires included
free opinion. In the second step, the experts filled out the developed questionnaires and discussed
in a focus group. In the final step, 24 experts filled out the last developed questionnaires. The data
were analyzed by means of both qualitatives and quantitatives.

Results : From focus group, the expert opinions were congruence on six factors and sub-factors.
They needed the related factors being ranked. The directly responsible organizations for physical
education and sports should be emphasized.

Factors related to basic sport strategy for national sport development possessed content
validity with the index of congruence of 0.83-1.00 with the meaning of very good validity.

Most experts strongly agreed with factors related to basic sport strategy for national sport
development. There were no significantly different (P < .05) among the retired government officers,
teachers and private group in policy and management aspect; responsible organization aspect;
sport field/equipment and facility aspect; budget aspect and people/community cooperation aspect
-except for exercise/sport personnel aspect.

The ranking of significant factors were in respectively : the policy and management aspect;
responsible organization aspect; budget aspect; exercise/sport personnel aspect; sport field/equipment

and facility aspect; and people/community cooperation aspect.
