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The purposes of this research were to study Postmodemism in Art Activity in instructional
management at the upper secondary schools level under Bangkok Education Service Area 2, and to
study the differences between teachers' opinions and leamers’ opinions on the éctivities of Art Education.

The samples in the study include 70 teachers and 373 students in upper secondary schools. The
instruments used in this research were a set of questionnaire and an interview. The questionnaire was
composed of 4 approaches in Postmodernism: 1) activities to promote creativity and freedom of thought,
2) activities to experiment new media, 3) activities that provide new leaming process with alternatives for
leamers in according to their choice and identity, and 4) activities that feature their own culture,
relationship with other cultures, local wisdom and aesthetics. The interview was in the form of semi-
structure open-ended questions which composec of: 1) Curriculum, 2) Teachers and Students, 3) Art
Activity, and 4) Elements of the instructional management in art education. The statistical analysis used to
the research were percentage, means (Y ), Standard Deviation (S.D.) and t-test.

Research findings are as follows:

1. The Art teachers agreed at high level in all 4 approaches: (;\_’ = 4.36), (Y = 3.92),

(} = 3.82), and (:Y— = 3.79) respectively.

The students agreed at the high level in 3 approaches: approach 1, approach 2, and
approach 4 (X = 3.70), (X = 3.64), and (X = 3.59). They agreed at the moderate level in the third
approach (X = 3.33).

2. Two suggestions were given by most Art educators and most experts (80%): 1) In the aspect
of curriculum, postmodernism approaches should be incorporated with the present and local
circumstances, and 2) In the aspect of measurement and evaluation: Students’ total leamning development
" process should be evaluated rather than only from their art works.

3. The opinions of the Art teachers in upper secondary schools on visual art activities was

significantly different from those of the students at 0.05 level.
