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This thesis focuses on how Thai executive power exercises its authority from the first Thai
Constitution in 1932 to the current Constitution by classifying into three governmental regimes, the first-

Dictatorships regime , the second -Semi- Democracy regime, and the last- Democracy regime.

The study presents that the different governmental regimes in Thailand reflected development of state
power exercised by executive power from the past until the present. Many Thai Constitutions were under the
dictatorship regime which provides the provisions by giving the special power to the Chief Executive.
Consequently, there is rarely provisions of the rights and liberties of people, besides, the study found that no
any provisions was implemented to guarantee peoples rights and liberties. Instead of realizing the people’s
rights and liberties, the Constitutions provide the special power to the Chief executive to abuse people’s rights
and liberties. This special power probably deprives people’s fundamental rights and also intervenes of other
organizations’ authorities too, especially, the courts of justice. This special power of the chief Execntive is
unlimited powers and out of control and moreover in some periods, the judicial power confirms this special

power.

The Thai Constitution, BE 2540, guaranties the people’s rights and liberties in abstract and also de
facto. Moreover, there were provisions concerning the control of state power by others organizations. This
presents that the state respects to the principle of legal state. However in some cases the state officials exercise
the state power not accordance with this principle. Consequently, the state, the state officials abuse the principle

of legal state and the control-system of power can not function as it should be.
