It is necessary to improve and amend the Extradition Act B.E. 2472 of Thailand in
compliant with the UN Model Treaty on Extradition, 1990. The simplified extradition is an
another mean specified in the rules which is a general standard accepted among countries aiming
to eliminate unnecessary processes, and to expedite the extradition. This measure, in
consequence, enhances the effectiveness of preventing and suppressing a crime. To introducing
ami using the simplified extradition, it is necessary to consider about protection of right of a
person who is being extradite. Specifically, the consent of such person or the wavier of right to
have a extradition hearing must be received willingly from such person, not by threatening,
defrauding or forcing by government official of the requested country. Before such person gives
consent, the court must inform such person about rights that he will receive under the extradition
hearing and the result if he gives consent or waive his rights, including inform him that he has a
right to receive legal advice or legal assistances from the lawyer or legal consultant. In order
to ensure that such person give a consent or waiver, it needs to record such consent or waiver in
written before the court. In addition, during giving a consent or waiver, there should be a person
who extradited person trusts or his lawyer in order at the hearing to ensure that such consent or

waiver is willingly made by such person.
