The research, entitled Management on Environmental Disputes, Case Study of
the Lead Spreading in Clity Creek, Kanchanaburi, has the main objectives to study the
measures, and solutions for the environmental disputes for the case of Lead Spreading
in Clity Creek including searching for the suitable approaches to solve the environmental
disputes. This qualitative research is of documentary research. Data was collected from
documents and unofficial interviews with relevant organizations and persons on the lead

spreading in the Creek.

From the study, it was found that laws, policies, and regulations of governmental
organizations and officers took a major part in issuing permits to establish mining mills
and in relieving the impact from the mineral industry. Strict regulations and laws could
not achieve their target if the persons in charge neglected to comply with the laws or
served local politicians or influencers. Moreover, the entrepreneurs had to strictly follow
the official rules and laws and be self-realized to this matter. From the close inspection
of the official units on the legal penalty on the entrepreneurs, government officials had to

employ respectful laws and penalty in order to obtain the compliance with law.
Moreover, the factors affecting the disputes on lead spreading in Clity Creek were

NGOs and local participation, which could mainly drive the problem to the solution.

In conclusion, the appropriate approach for managing the environmental dispute
for the case of lead spreading in Clity Creek cannot lie only on the law or regulations or
governmental organization but it heeds awareness on role, duty and responsibility, and
self-performance of every party together with the cooperation on information and opinion

exchange by aiming to speedily and suitable cure the impacted parties.
