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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the factors of educational management quality of child
care centers under subdistrict administration organizations 2) study and compare the problem of educational
management of child care centers under subdistrict administration organizations at different regions.
The samples of this research consisted of 1) the sample for interviewing consisted of 10 experts whose
expertise about educational management of child care centers 2) the sample for answering the
questionnaire consisted of 448 managers who manage child care centers under subdistrict administration
organizations. The data of this research were collected by using interview schedual and guestionnaire, and
analyzed descriptive statistics and one-way analysis of variance through SPSS for windows, and second

order confirmatory factor analysis through LISREL.

The following conclusions were drawn based on the finding of this research:

1. The factors of educational management quality of child care centers under subdistrict administration
organizations consisted of 7 factors and 79 indicators; 1) child quality factor consisted of 12 indicators
2) personnel factor consisted of 16 indicators 3) management factor consisted of 9 indicators 4) academic
and activity in terms of course factor consisted of 11 indicators 5) building and environment factor consisted
of 9 indicators 6) safety factor consisted of 14 indicators and 7) participation and support by community
factor consisted of 8 indicators.

2. The structural model of educational management quality of child care centers under subdistrict
administration organizations were consistent with empirical data with chi-square=914.41, df=1401, p=1.00,
GFI=0.95, AGFI=0.89, and RMR=0.044. The factors of educational management quality of child care centers
under subdistrict administration organizations were ranged from the highest factor loading, they were
1) management 2) personnel 3) academic and activity in terms of course 4) safety 5) building and
environment 6) participation and support by community and 7) child quality.

3. The problems of educational management of child care centers under subdistrict administration
organizations were different based on region at .05 level of statistical significant. The most problem of
educational management was in the South, then the North-East, the Central, and the least problem of

educational management was in the North.
