The purposes of this research are (1) to study private vocational school management model
governed by a school board (2) to develop the private vocational school management model
governed by a school board. The development process was started with a through study of related
information. Then, a model of private vocational school management, composed of five
components, was drafted based on the results of the mentioned study. This newly developed
model (the first model) was consequently tested and evaluated on its suitability by a two-step
process as follows:

Step one: Opinions concerning the feasibility of the first model were surveyed through a
structured interview of 10 authorized persons or administrators of private vocational schools, who
were well-experienced in vocational school management and administration governed by a school
board. The collected data were, then, analyzed through SPSS program to obtain percentage and
frequency. The results of the evaluation indicated suitability of all items in each component. The
model was adjusted accordingly to become the second model.

Step two: A group of 15 scholars were invited to evaluate the second model. At this step,
the five rating-scale questionnaires were employed as the instrument for data collection and mean
and standard deviation were used for the analysis of data. The results of the evaluation revealed
that all the items in each component were suitable at the high to highest level. Taking the results
into account, the researcher, once again, adjusted the proposed model to comply scholar
perception in supporting the school board as highest governance for the school and the
management of the school follow the five management components.

It is concluded that the proposed model which was adopted comprises two parts (1) the
conceptual of private vocational school management model governed by a school board, and (2)
five management components of the model which included the management governed by a school

board, planning, organizing, leading and controlling.
