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The major purpose of this study was to investigate through miscue analysis the abilities and
strategies the elementary students used in ti’lé process of reading and learning , as well as their
strength and weakness in Thai language. The second purpose was to investigate the extent to which
the teaching strategies to promote the students’ ability in leaning language and improve the
teachers’ instruction efficiently. |

The analysis of language on miscues occurring at different linguistic levels: phonology ,
syntax and semantics. The study considered what types of word (miscue) was beihg occurred ,
how was it being occurred and why was it occurred.

Three types of data were collected: personal information, students’ awareness of Their
reading and learning strategies and oral reading of the text. The “Getting to Know You” “Buke
Reading Interview” and Retelling story provided the paﬂicipants; general personal information as
well as reading behavior, strategies and comprehension. The last collection of data consisted of all
miscues the reader made. All miscues were group and analyzed under the linguistic levels of
phonology, syntax and semantics.

A number of conclusions may be drawn from this study :

1. Reading and learning abilities in Thai language :

The students employed three theoretical models of reading, subskills or phonics model,
skills or eclectic model and holistic or whole language model based on their ability of reading and
learning language. Good reader ndxmally used the combination of skills or eclectic model and
holistic or whole language models. They were able to comprehen the text much better while the

poor reader emphasized on subskills or phonics model and skills or eclectic models.
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2. Strength and weakness in reading and learning Thai language :

Evidence in sound problems, tonal system, clusters and spelling occurred in all
students. Typical factors, individual differences in linguistic awareness, and social' background
affected the reading and learning processes observed in the study. Most of the students (in this

' study) had a hard time to separate each sentence when it was appropriated to stop. They did not
have much experience in reading. Some of them read whenever they had to read. They have to
have more experience in reading of wide variety of texts. The more they read, the more they will

become a good reader and a good writer.
