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The study aims at examining structures, turns and language strategies of conversation
among the reporters of “HUAMOCHOKHAOQ” television program. The study conducted about

650 minuites from 26 recorded compact discs of the period from July to September, 2004.

Structures of conversation found in this study can be catagorized into three parts, 1)
Introduction composed by fixed and unfixed factors, 2) Content composed by fixed factor
starting with report on daily newspaper, providing knowledge of law and lastly before
advertisement break, highlight issue of next part of the program. 3) Ending composed by fixed
and unfixed factors. As for turns used in the program, the study has found that most of them

were planned and set for masters according to each role in the program.

It is found that the language strategy is used to complete the goal of discourse which
divided to be communicative and commercial. The following cleven strategies are found and
ordered according to most frequent of use 1. Using informal language 2. Magnifying content 3.
Assuming 4. Citing 5. Using punch line 6. Using persuasive 7. Onomatopocia 8. Using over

adverb 9. Using puns 10. Using condemn 11.) Teasing.
