The purposes of this research are to study students’ lifestyles at King Mongkut’s Institute
of Technology North Bangkok. This research is to study which are related to students’ lifestyles.
The results of this study will be used to improve academic activities and services in line with the
suitable nature and demand of students’ major fields.

In this field study, students’ lifestyles at KMITNB’ consisted of 7 groups, i.e. collegiate
subculture, non-conformist subculture, isolation subculture, associated subculture, constructional
subculture, academic subculture, and vocational subculture.

The factors which this study will consider are: sex, major fields of study, levels of study,
GPA'’s, parent occupations, size of peer groups.

The subjects in the research were 363 students by using simple random sampling
technique. They were 24" year students. A total of 7 major fields of‘study are Applied
Statistics, Computer Science, Agricultural Machinery Technology, Industrial Management,
Construction management, Instrumentation System Engineering, and Information Technology.

The data were collected by using questionnaires.

The results of the study show that;

1) The research sample consisted of 50.41 % females. There were 39.39 % 3" year’s
students and 23.14 % Industrial Management major fields of study. Regarding GPA, there were
23.14% of students whose GPA were 2.25-2.75. In term of student’s parent occupations, there
were 34.98% in government service or a state enterprise. Regarding size of peer groups, there
were 34.99% whose peer group were 1-2 persons.

2) ‘Collegiate subculture’, ‘isolation subculture’, ‘associated subculture’ and
‘vocational subculture” have different sex. (P<0.05)

3) ‘Collegiate subculture’, ‘non-conformist subculture’, ‘constructional subculture’, and
‘academic subculture’ have different major fields of study. (P<0.05)

4) “Non-conformist subculture’, ‘constructional subculture’ and ‘academic subculture’
have different levels of study. (P<0.05)

5) “Vocational subculture’ has different GPA’s. (P<0.05)
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6) “Non-conformist subculture’, ‘associated subculture’, ‘constructional subculture’,

and “vocational subculture’ have different size of peer groups. (P<0.05)
