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Abstract
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The purposes of this study were to investigate information resource services, budgets,
capital for full time equivalent students (FTES) per capita of the Central Library, King Mongkut's
Institute of Technology North Bangkok (KMITNB), to analyze and predict the tendency of the
budget and the capital per capita in the next five years so that it could be used as a guideline for
budget request planning and allotment. A survey form was used to collect the data. Arithmetic
mean and linear coefficient regression was employed to analyze the data via Excel software.

It was found that the KMITNB Central Library offered 3 kinds of information resource
services which were: 1) 28 information resources, 2) 8 CD-ROM databases, and 3) 10 online
electronic databases. The printed materials for student loans included books, journals, and
government documents, etc., while the non-printed on loan included video cassettes, tape
cassettes, etc. Materials loaned during the academic years 1999 and 2003 were averaged at
231,705 items per year. Materials mostly borrowed were books, followed b§ undergraduates’
theses. Reference books were loaned the least. Four kinds of new materials; namely, Thai and
foreign language books, Thai and foreign language journals, audio-visual materials, and CD-
ROM databases were purchased each year, using the allocated government budget. The study also
revealed that the Central Library spent its money on buying materials the most in the fiscal year
2000 and the least in the year 2003. The number of items bought was 10,283 and 6,012
respectively. The average price of the four resources was 97,470 baht. The price of CD-ROM
database per unit was the highest, followed by Thai and foreign language journals while that of
the audio-visual materials was the lowest. The analysis of sufficiency of the book provision from
the academic year 1999 to the year 2003 revealed that the number of books provided every year
by KMITNB Central Library was lower than that of the higher education library standard. In the
year 2000, the average number of materials was at 4.49 per student lower than that of the
standard. However, the whole collection was more than 100,000, which complied with the
standard.

Regarding the expenses of KMITNB Central Library under the operation budget, the
analysis indicated that from year 1999 to year 2003, they tended to be higher every year. The

average expense was 15,802,619 baht. The highest expénse fell on materials, followed by salary
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and wages, and general expenditure. The average expense made from the material budget was
6,203,444 baht. Most money was spent on books, followed by on journals, and audio-visual
materials. The analysis of per capita capital indicated a decline. The average per capita for the
overall cost was 1,541.39 baht/student while that for the information resource was 603.01
baht/student. The amount of money spent on different materials was found at the same order.

According to the analysis of the tendency of the government budget to be allocated to the
Central Library and the student per capita capital for the next five years (fiscal years 2004-2008),
it could be predicted that the library would receive more budgets every year. The amount of 16,
927,225 baht would be allocated in year 2004, and 18,801,570 for year 2008. With respect to the
student per capita cost, the analysis manifested the decline in every year. In 2004, the per capita
would be 1,325.19 baht / student while it would be down to 1,026.34 baht/student in the year
2008.
