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This dissertation is concentrated on the measures to create political responsibility for the
Cabinets, as a supreme political organization in exercising administrative powers, by studying the
Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E. 2540. It involves various measures of the Parliament in
controlling and supervising use of political powers by the Cabinets and Ministers and also presents the .
problems of political situation when the Government was set up by a single political party with majority of

members in the House of Representatives exceeding 300 votes.

From the research, it is found that the measures of the Parliament in controlling and supervising
the Cabinets and Ministers in using the political powers appears to be the effective measures to create
actual political responsibility. However, the circumstance of setting up the Government by a single political
party with majority of members in the House of Representatives exceeding 300 votes causes the
Parliament incapable of exercising the measures provided under the Constitution of Thailand B.E. 2540 to
supervise the use of the Cabinets’ powers, and results in lack of measures to induce the political

responsibility to be in effect, since the existing measures are become unenforceable.

The writer, therefore, is proposing strategies to generate the political responsibility onto the
Cabinets and Ministers through the amendment of the Constitution of Thailand in part of implementation
of supervising power by the Parliaments against the Cabinets and Ministers, and suggests empowering
the Anti-Corruption Committee to investigate any corruption scheme of a person with political position
without initiating a request from any person, as weli as recommends to provide opportunity for non-
political parties to run for representatives’ election, which is, as a result, not influenced by the political
party’s resolution. It is also advisable to elevate the Regulation of the Prime Minister Office Regarding the
Standard of Moral and Ethics B.E. 2543 to be an Act with clear penalties to establish a gateway to
supervise the use of the political power by the Cabinets and Ministers, so that the administrative powers

of the Cabinets and Ministers shall still be subject to the political responsibility principles.
