The purpose of this study was to study the constructive factors, such as indigenous
knowledge, health concern, cost-benificit, community organizations, and sharing of learning in
the community, and the organizational factors, such as market, governmental organization, and
private sectors, which effect on the change from chemical farming to organic farming. Data was
collected by interviewing, and observing the leaders and farmers of the sustainable farming, the
leaders, merchants, governmental officers and private sector personnels in Tambon Ban Pin,
Amphoe Duag Kam Tai, Changwat Phayao.

It could be summarized into two parts. Firstly, the fundamental factors which effect on
the changing from chemical fanming to organic farming was the awareness and the transfer of
thoughts and knowledge which obtained from both internal and external factors. There were
holistic developmental group processes where members set plans and policy for the activities
based on group decision making.

Secondly, there were some new findings. There were two groups of farmers. The first
group were those farmers who were success and continually work on organic farming which
resulted from their willingness-and indigenous knowledge. The second group had given up the
organic farming because there were some problems due to th;a family expenses and debts, the long

interval of time to get the good results, the expense in land redeveloping, the highly concern on

caring processes and the most important factor was there was no market for their products.
