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The objectives of this research were to study the factors affecting taking Thai tutorial
class, and attitudes towards taking tutorial class and towards taking Thai tutorial class of fourth
grade level students in Mueang Chiang Mai District. The sample used in this research included
584 fourth grade level students from six schools who were enrolled in the second semester of
2006 academic year and were selected through cluster random sampling method. The research
instrument was a questionnaire including 4 parts : part I - students’ personal data, part II - factors
related to taking Thai tutorial class, part III - attitude towards taking tutorial class, and part IV -
opinion the entrance examination into university. The collected data were analyzed and presented
in tables. The findings reveal the followings. Concerning academic factor, taking tutorial class
helped students getting better academic achievement as they had the chance to review their
lessons, and to have known the content of the next lesson. Concerning intelligence and
psychological factors, taking tutorial class made students more self — confident in their regular
classroom, had memorization techniques and teachers had clearly explained. Concerning
curriculum and teaching method, it helped students understand lesson more clearly than studying
at school. Contents taught in tutorial school were relevant to the school test. In regard to the
social pressure, students wanted to study at tutorial schools because they looked up to their
friends, they wanted to get out from home, their parents forced them, and they thought it was
better than solely staying at home. In regard to their attitude, they thought it was helpful in their

entrance examination and it equipped them with wider experiences.
