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ABSTRACT

Cha — Am and Hua — Hin have long been the popular places for both foreign and
Thai tourists. Both places were faced with an unexpected decrease in visiting tourists in 2006
during which the transnational tourism and SAR epidemic appeared around the world. Therefore,
the main objectives of this study are to analyze the factors determining the tourism demand as
well as to analyze the SAR and Terrorism incidences on the tourism.

The secondary data during 1992-2004 were employed to estimate demand function
and to evaluate the impact of both incidences.

The study concludes that the main factors affecting the Thai tourist demand are as
follows : the expenditure per day, the ratio of number of tourists/rooms, National income per
capita and seasonal variation. Meanwhile, the foreign tourist demand are determined by the
exchange rate, expenditure per day, the ratio of number of tourists/rooms, GDP per capita, SAR
and seasonal variation.  The exchange rate does not affect the tourist demand from Hong Kong,
and SAR epidemic does not affect the tourist demand from the Great Britain. The terrorism is not

statistically significance affecting the foreign tourist demand.
