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The purposes of this research were to study the performance toward school based curriculum through
balanced scorecard (BSC) in 4 perspectives as fallow : 1) Student Perspective 2) Internal Process Perspective 3)
Learning and Growth Perspective and 4) Resource and Budget Perspective . The samples of this study were 3
administrators , 20 teachers, 16 schools’ committee and community leader , 80 students’ guardians and 80
students. The instruments employed were questionnaires , interview forms , and check item forms . The data
were analyzed by percentage , mean ,standard deviation and content analysis.

The result of this research were :

The performance toward school based curriculum through balanced scorecard (BSC) in 4
perspectives included student perspective ,internal process perspective , learning and growth perspective and
resource and budget perspective found to be correlated and the performance toward school based curriculum
was achieved at a good level but there were no evidence of school based supervision , follow up and evaluation
of job performance and the continuity used of the evaluation results for the improvement of job performance in
school. Regarding to the sub items of each perspective, it was revealed that :

1. The performance of school based curriculum on the student perspective overall were at a good
level , educational quality assessment were at a good level and the students’ desired characteristics were
at a good level.

2. The performance of school based curriculum on the internal process perspective overall were at a
good level, educational standard were developed at a good level ,the educational quality plan were improved
at a good level and the instructional management toward school based curriculum were at a good level.

3. The performance of school based curriculum on the learning and growth perspective overall were
at agood level , the checking and revising of the educational quality were at a good level , the annual quality
reports were at a good level and the maintenance of school quality assurance system were also at a good
level.

4. The performance of school based curriculum on the resource and budget perspective in the

school management system and information system were at a good level.
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
