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ABSTRACT 214730

The objectives of this research were to study: 1) the effect of video tape modeling oﬁ
Kindergarten II  Student’s moral behavior, and 2) the predictive variables on student’s moral
behavior according to background factors including: (1) gender, (2) birth order, (3) father’s socio- .
economic status, (4) mother’s socio-economic status, and (5) child rearing practice. The sarﬁple
were the Kindergarten II Students during the second semester of 2005 school year at Banpakoon
School (Pakoon-padoong-wit), Srisongkram District, Nakornpanom Province, based on individual
e\}aluation of student’ moral behavior by classrooﬁ teacher. They were selected by considering
from one’s low score rank to high score rank, total of 30 students. The research design was One-
. Group Pretest-Posttest Des‘ign.

The instrument were constructed by the researcher: 1) the Moral Behavior Picture Scale with
reliability coefficient of .81, 2) the Individual Evaluation of Student’s Moral Bahavior by the
classroom teacher, with reliability coefficient of .76, 3) T en Learning Management Plans, 4) the
Student’s Demographic Data Questionnaire and Child Rearing Practice adapted from
Nit Bunga-mongkon el al.’S (1995), with reliability coefficient of .83, and 5) Ten stories of the
Cartoon Video Tape. The experimental group watched the Cartoon Video Tape constructed by the
researcher for 4 times a week, 20-30 minutes each time, 10 weeks continuously. Data were

analyzed calculating the mean, standard deviation, t-test dependent, and multiple regression.

The research findings found that:

1. The experimental group student’s moral behavior for the posttest was higher than pretest at
the .01 significant level. |

2. Child rearing practice variable could predict the student’s moral behavior at the .01

significant level.
