A study of folk music and dance at Ban xok, Khantaburi Country, Sawannakhate,
P.D.R. Laos. Assoc.Prof.Kanchana Intarasunanont was the head of the research project
with Thai researchers namely; Surasak Jamnongsarn, Metee Punvaratorn and a Lao
researcher; Sangkharn Khampidok.

The objectives of this research were to study folk music and dance at Ban xok,
Khantaburi Country, Sawannakhate, P.D.R. Laos. And to study its cultural strength.

The results of this study were that there is only one Mor Lam group in the village,
which perform regularly and has been recognized in Sawannakhate and in Mukdaharn
Province, Thailand as well. The Mor Lam at Ban xok is accompanied by Khaen, drum
and Ching. The melody exhibits single identity while the text exhibits multiple identities.
The identities expose the information creation and daily life. The Mor Lam text has been
transmitted orally from generation to generation.

There are only two main dance movements, which are still being used, in annual
precession. The main movements can be varied into many different forms of dance.

The cultural strength was studied through the “Cultural Root Theory” which 8
cultural perspectives. The findings were that the strengths were exposes in family
system, knowledge is transmitted orally, belief and value reveal in Mor Lam text. The
inhabitants are proud on the tradition, simple living, highly believe in religion, patriotic
and devoted to leader.
