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The objectives of this quasi-experimental research was to study the effects of group activities on life
skills of affective domain of pratomsuksa 5 students.

Thirty-two elementary school students of Nonmuang school, Khon Kaen province during the second
semester of 2005-acadamic year, who had less than 50 T-score as the sample. The experimental group and control
group, 16 students for each group. The experimental group attended 10 sessions of group activities on life skills of
affective domain. Each session about 45-60 minuites. The control group didn’t attend the group activities on life
skills of affective domain of pratomsuksa 5 students.

The instrument consisted of the checklist for life skills of affective domain and the group activities on
life skills of affective domain of pratomsuksa 5 students. The Wilcoxon Signed-rank test and The Mann-Whitney
U teét were used for analyzing data.

The finding revealed that after experiment, the experimental group was higher in life skills of affective

domain scores than before the experiment and than the control group were statistical significance at the .05 level.
