The purposes of this study were to investigate the organization of activities that enhance the
students’ learning and to develop students’ activities in King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology
North Bangkok. Delphi technique was used to conduct this research. Purposive sampling
technique was employed to obtain 19 subjects some of whom were experts in the student affair
administration while some were students’ advisors.

The study revealed that students’ learning via students’ activities could be better achieved if
those activities were developed as a subject in regular curriculum as it could lead to efficient
research and development to meet current social condition. With respect to students’ activity
development, four major aspects were investigated; namely, 1) guidelines for organizing students’
activities, 2) students’ learning methods, 3) mechanism for students’ activity administration, and
4) students’ activities development. Regarding the guidelines, it was found that cooperation
between the government and private sectors was needed so that continuing as well as annual
projects could be undertaken. Students of all levels should be provided with 1-2 hour free time a
week at the same period. This should be put into the institute’s policy. As for the learning
methods, it was suggested that the students’ activities should be adopted as a subject in regular
curriculum. Activities should be integrated to meet the course description. Any subjects not
included in the particular curriculum but involving students’ activities was suggested to calibrate
with those in the curriculum. With regard to mechanism for students’ activity administration, it
was proposed that advisors be allowed to count what they did for students’ activities as their
working load. Activities should be cooperatively organized and promoted among three King
Mongkut’s Institutes. Budget of not less than 5 % should be allocated for facilitating those
activities. Annual integrated activities for every club should be promoted. Due to the students’
activities development, plans must be formulated. Efficient assessment was necessary. Advisors
must be encouraged to regularly participate in students’ activities. Activities for community

should be promoted. Students’ activity work should be recorded in their transcript.
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
