This research used background factor, class
operation. activity management and 18 characteristics of personalities which were Do-
Domiﬁance, Cs-Capacity for Status, Sy-Sociability, Sp-Social Presence, Sa-Self
acceptance, Wb-Sense of Well-being, Re-Responsibility, So-Socialization, Sc-Self-
control. To-Tolerance, Gi-Good impression, Cm-Communality, Ac-Achievement via
conformance, Ai-Achievement via independence, le-Intellectual efficiency, Py-
Psychological mindedness, Fx-Flexibility and Fe-Femininity. Examples were 378
upper secondary level students in semester 2, year 2003. Instruments for collecting
data were general background questionnaires, questionnaires about the way they were
brought up, feedback to teacher questionnaires, activities attended questionnaires and
CP1 personality tests. Microsoft SPSS were used for data analysis in order to find out
the Coetficient of Correlation and Multiple Regression Analysis by Stepwise.
