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The objectives of the study on public land used of Phitsanulok and Sukhothai were to study the
amount, the border and the type of occupied public lands in 5 Tumbols (Tumbol Bangrang, Tumbol
Punsao, Tumbol Maeraka, Tumbol Wangpikul, Tumbol Dintong) of Phitsanulok and 4 Tumbols (Tumbol
Klongyang, Tumbol Srikireemas, Tumbol Pakumkao, Tumbol Yanyao) of Sukhothai. The research
methods were the study on the context of each Tumbol by literature survey and the map analysis of the
area. GPS was used to study the border of the public land. A ficld survey, photographing and deep
interview were used to study the type of occupied land.

The result showed that Phitsanulok and Sukhothai had 1,197 public land areas which were
documented. They occupied 95,227 Rai, 1,824 Ngan, 58,546.5 Cubic Va or 0.90% of the whole pubic land
areas of two provinces. Among these public lands, 799 public land areas or 66.75% of the total numbers
of public land areas of these two provinces were canals, ponds and swamps which cover the area of
37,322 Rai, 1,266 Ngan and 39,230.7 Cubic Va and 398 pubic land areas were pain land which cover the
area of 57,905 Rai, 558 Ngan and 19,315.8 Cubic Va. There were 79 public land areas of 9 tumbols
which occupied 4,410 Rai, 308.3 Cubic Va or 0.99% of the whole area of 9 tumbols. Most of public lands
were canal and natural ponds which were 54.4% of the whole public land areas. They were still no
occupied and were in the same condition as previous time. They were covered 2,399 Rai, 211.3 Cubic Va.
The amount of public lands that were used and occupied were 2,011Rai, 97 Cubic Va or 45.6% of the
whole public land areas. Eighty four people which included 4 government offices had occupied public
land of 42.3% of the whole public lands or 1,866 Rai, 3 Ngan, 368 Cubic Va. From the whole public land
area 3.3% of them was common used by people in the community. The land was used for paddy field,
crop planting, animal farms, school, local government offices, waste water treatment station, water

reservoir and public gardens.
