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The survey research was performed on employment rate assessment of
undergraduates who had graduated from Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University during
the 2004 - 2005 academic year. The objectives of the research were to study the
employment, occupation and further education status of undergraduates who had
graduated from Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University during the 2004 - 2005
academic year. The population of the study were 2,613 undergraduates who had
graduated and participated in the commencement 2006 ceremony. The research
tools were questionnaires on the status and characteristics of those who had
graduated from Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University during the 2004 - 2005
academic year. The data were collected during the commencement rehearsal on
April 4 -6, 2006.

The result showed that 81.4 % of 2004 - 2005 academic year undergraduates
who had graduated were employed. Most of them 51.6 % worked for companies.
31.0 % of them worked for government. Most 48.9 % of undergraduates who
graduated had the jobs in different field of their studies.  60.0 % of them had monthly
income the same and higher rate of their degree. 34.1 % of them had monthly
income lower than the rate of their degree. 9.1 % of graduates wanted to further
their study to higher degree.

On the employer s attitude, employers were more statistically satisfy with
Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University graduates than those from other Universities at the
level of .05. They were satisfy with graduates from Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University

on the competence, morale and personality aspects.
