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The purpose of this study was to examine the image of the Faculty of Mass
Communication Technology of Rajamangala University, Technology Phra Nakhon in the
perspective of M.6 students in Bangkok area and explore their media exposure,
knowledge, and attitude to the Faculty. The researchers also studied the relationship
between students’ media exposure, knowledge, and attitude to the Faculty and the
image of the Faculty.

The research data was gathered through the questionnaire survey from 400 M.6
students in Bangkok area. The sample was selected by the Multi-Stage Sampling
Method and the data was analyzed by descriptive statistics using Percentage, Mean,
and Standard Deviation. T-test was used to analyze the hypothesis and ANOVA is used
to analyze Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient. Significant Differences were encountered
at p = 0.05 level. '

The research result is as follows:

1. M.6 students in Bangkok area with difference in gender, grade point average

(GPA), household income and institutions had different media exposure of the
Faculty of Mass Communication Technology of Rajamangala University,
Technology Phra Nakhon.

2. M.6 students in Bangkok area from different institutions had different
knowledge about the Faculty of Mass Communication Technology of
Rajamangala University, Technology Phra Nakhon.

3. M.6 students in Bangkok area with difference in gender, and from different
institutions had different attitude to the Faculty of Mass Communication
Technology of Rajamangala University, Technology Phra Nakhon.

4. M.6 students in Bangkok area with difference demographic did not have
different to the image of the Faculty of Mass Communication Technology of
Rajamangala University, Technology Phra Nakhon.

5. Media exposure was related to the knowledge about the Faculty of Mass
Communication Technology of Rajamangala University, Technology Phra
Nakhon.

6. The knowledge about the Faculty of Mass Communication Technology of
Rajamangala University, Technology Phra Nakhon was related to the attitude
to the Faculty.

7. The knowledge about and the attitude to the Faculty of Mass Communication
Technology of Rajamangala University, Technology Phra Nakhon was related
to the image of the Faculty, whereas Media exposure was not.

Moreover, the research found that M.6 students in Bangkok area were at low to
medium level of media exposure, had medium level of knowledge about the Faculty and
had same attitude to the image of the Faculty in the aspect of the good reputation, the
instruction and curriculum, the professors and staffs, the students and graduates, and
the Faculty buildings.
