The purposc of the study "Factors Determining Waste Management Practices of
Swine Farms in Amphoc Mucang, Changwat Phayao™ was to find out the corrclations of
individual factors. swine-farm waste management knowledge, the awareness of the pollution
resulted from swine-farm, the attitude towards swine-farm waste management, the opinions
toward the government and the mass media's roles and the usage of swine waste and the swine-farm)/
wasic management behavior of the farmers in Amphoe Mucang, Changwat Phayao.

The samples used were 138 swine production farmers in Amphoe Mucang, Changwat
Phayao. The data were collected using the questionnaire and were statistically analyzed to find
out the correlations of the factors mentioned above.

Results of the study showed that there was no correlation between individual factors
and the swine-farm waste management knowledge while the swine-farm waste management
knowledge was significantly corrclated with the awarencss of the pollution resulted from
swine-farm at a low level.  And such the awarcness was significantly corrclated with the
swine-farm waste management attitude at a moderate Ievel. The waste management aititude was

correlated  with the behavior at low leves but was not significant. The waste management

knowledge  and attitude had no corrclations with the pen sizes. In addition, the waste
management knowledge had 2 positive and significant corrclation with the opinions toward the
gavernment and the mass media's roles and the usage of the swine waste at low level, While the
awareness and the attitude were highly and significantly correlated with such opintons.

Beside the hypothesis stated, correlations among other factors were also found. The
tratning en lLivestock farm management and the environment infonmation received were
significantly correlated with the attitude towards waste management at low level. Morcover,
income and cducation levels showed significant  correlations with the pen sizes at moderate

level, and the income was significantly comrelated with the education at a high level.
