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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were (1) to study the effects of using puppets and
drama to develop creative thinking of preschool children; and (2) to compare creative thinking of
preschool children before and after the experiment.

The sample comprised 30 preschool children, 4 — 6 years old, who studied in the first
or second kindergarten levels of the second semester of 2005 academic year at Ban
Thungdindum school in Suphan Buri Province. The subjects were randomly selected to be an
experimental group. The experiment was undertaken during the experience enhancing activity period
for 8 weeks. The instruments used were the puppet and drama activities lesson plans, the Jellen
and Urban’s Test for Creative Thinking (TCT — DP) which was translated and adapted by
Anintita Posakridsana, and a creative behavior observation form. The testing was conducted prior
and after the experiment. The statistics being employed included the mean, standard deviation,
and t- test.

The research findings showed that the use of puppets and drama activities can be
developed the creative thinking of preschool children. When to compare creative thinking of
preschool children after experiment the use of puppets and drama activities had significantly higher
creative thinking at the .01 level.
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
