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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to (1) study the results of reading and writing skills
development during the experiment of Prathom Suksa VI students in Tung Yang Dang District of
Pattani province using local literary works as instructional media, (2) compare the students’ reading
achievements before and after using local literary works as instructional media, (3) compare the
students’ writing achievements before and after using local literary works as instructional media, and
(4) study the relationship between the students’ reading and writing achievements using local literary
works as instructional media.

The sample consisted of 28 purposively selected Prathom Suksa VI students studying in the
first semester of the academic year 2006 at Ban Lae Wae School in Tung Yang Dang District of Pattani
province . The research instruments included 17 lesson plans and 16 exercises using local literary works
as instructional media, reading and writing behavior observation forms, reading achievement tests and
writing achievement tests for pretesting and posttesting. Data were analyzed using the percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation.

The findings were as follows: (1) Regarding the students’ development in reading and writing
skills, in the cognitive domain, the mean scores were 6.72 and 7. 14, in the psychomotor domain,
the average percentage scores were 98.89 and 97.99 , and in the affective domain, the average percentage
score was 98.71 in both reading and writing skills. (2) The students’ post - learning reading achievement
‘was significantly higher than their pre -learning counterpart at the .05 level. (3) The students’ post -
learning writing was significantly higher than their pre -learning counterpart at the .05 level. 4) The
students’ reading achievement and their writing achievement correlated at .92 which was statistically

significant at the .05 level.
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
