The objectives of this research were to study 1) personal characteristics,
socio economic of farmers who have occupation in rice production in Chaiburi Sub-
district, Mueang District, Phatthalung Province. 2) factors relating to farmers'
satisfaction towards the occupation of rice production, and 3) problems, obstacles and
suggestions of the farmers towards the occupation of rice production.

The samples used in this research consisted with 214 rice production farmers.
Data was collected through the use of interviews and analyzed by computer program.
Statistics employed were frequency, percentage, mean, maximum, minimum, standard
deviation, and multiple regression analysis.

The results revealed that more than little half (51.4 %) of the farmers were
male, with an average age of 49.49 years. More than half of them had primary
education, had an average experience of rice production of 20.34 years. The average

income for selling a rice was 123,084.60 bath per year. Their average areas of rice
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production was 17.36 rai. The average estate of this farmers was 11.58 rai and leased
5.7 rai. Most of them lived in household that had an average labor of 2.32 persons,
were members of the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives group. They
contacted with Agricultural extension officer averaging in 2.44 per year. Half of
farmers (50.9 %) have never been participated in observe activities or academic
training. Almost of them (91.6 %) received the most agricultural information from
television. They almost used the water from irrigation.

The study on farmers' satisfaction towards the occupation of rice production
concerning the satisfaction level in 4 dimensions as follows : producing of rice,
marketing of rice, helping from organization and significant of mind. The result was
satisfied in a medium which it had the medium of all dimensions that excepted the
significant of mind had a high satisfaction.

The study of factors that had a statistically significant correlated with farmers’
satisfaction were age, income from selling rice, labor in household, members of
institute of agriculture and the observe activities or academic training of producing
rice that the 5 factors had positive relationship with the level of farmers' satisfaction
towards the occupation of rice production.

As for problems, obstacles and suggestions of the farmers towards the
occupation of rice production, it was found that the farmers had the medium problem
which is lack of soil fertility, corny flood and do not have enough money for
production. The farmers suggested that the government is offered for fix the cost

problem, tailored the irrigation system and tailored the cost of factor in production.
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
