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However, the Parties to the conflict may take such measures of control and security in

regard to protected persons as may be necessary as a result of the war.
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? Article 49 of the Fourth Geneva Convention

Individual or mass forcible transfers, as well as deportations of protected persons from
occupied territory to the territory of the Occupying Power or to that of any other country,
occupied or not, are prohibited, regardless of their motive.

Nevertheless, the Occupying Power may undertake total or partial evacuation of a
given area if the security of the population or imperative military reasons do demand. Such
evacuations may not involve the displacement of protected persons outside the bounds of
the occupied territory except when for material reasons it is impossible to avoid such
displacement. Persons thus evacuated shall be transferred back to their homes as soon as

hostilities in the area in question have ceased.

The Occupying Power shall not deport or transfer parts of its own civilian population

into the territory it occupies.

In addition to the prohibitions provided by special Conventions, it is especially
forbidden

() To destroy or seize the enemy's property, unless such destruction or seizure be

imperatively demanded by the necessities of war;
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® Art. 52 of the 1907 Hague Regulations

Requisitions in kind and services shall not be demanded from municipalities or
inhabitants except for the needs of the army of occupation. They shall be in proportion to the
resources of the country, and of such a nature as not to involve the inhabitants in the
obligation of taking part in military operations against their own country.

Such requisitions and services shall only be demanded on the authority of the
commander in the locality Occupied.

Contributions in kind shall as far is possible be paid for in cash; if not, a receipt shall

be given and the payment of the amount due shall be made as soon as possible.
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" Art. 55 of the 1907 Hague Regulations

The occupying State shall be regarded only as administrator and usufructuary of
public buildings, real estate, forests, and agricultural estates belonging to the hostile State,
and situated in the occupied country. It must safeguard the capital of these properties, and

administer them in accordance with the rules of usufruct.
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® Article 53 of the Fourth Geneva Convention

Any destruction by the Occupying Power of real or personal property belonging
individually or collectively to private persons, or to the State, or to other public authorities, or
to social or cooperative organizations, is prohibited, except where such destruction is
rendered absolutely necessary by military operations.

® Article 147 of the Fourth Geneva Convention

Grave breaches to which the preceding Article relates shall be those involving any of
the following acts, if committed against persons or property protected by the present
Convention: wilful killing, torture or inhuman treatment, including biological experiments,
wilfully causing great suffering or serious injury to body or healith, unlawful deportation or
transfer or unlawful confinement of a protected person, compelling a protected person to
serve in the forces of a hostile Power, or wilfully depriving a protected person of the rights of
fair and regular trial prescribed in the present Convention, taking of hostages and extensive
destruction and appropriation of property, not justified by military necessity and carried out

unlawfully and wantonly
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' Article 27 of the Fourth Geneva Convention

Protected persons are entitled, in all circumstances, to respect for their persons, their
honour. their family rights, their religious convictions and practices, and their manners and
customs. They shall at all times be humanely treated, and shall be protected especially

against all acts of violence or threats thereof and against insults and public curiosity
