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The objectives of the thesis were to analyze the discourse and ideology in the
newspapers of those involved in the deal of drug prevention and suppression policies
comprising a) the Government b) the Opposition Party ¢ ) the National Right Commission d) the
Scholars e) the Newspaper Columnists. The research methodology used was discourse
analysis consisting of contextual analysis and textual analysis. The articles in the study were
from 4 major newspapers: Thairath, Mathichon, Kaosod and Bangkokbiznews, ranging from
1 January 2003 to 30 April 2003 totaling 1,050 articles, and 101 samples were selected.

The results of the study showed that there were status, role, power, ideology, hegemony
and gaining of interests engaged in drug prevention and subvention policy. Each party involved
exerted its power to influence through its ideology; the government through its recording and
punitive power, the National Right Commission through its civil right ideology, the Opposition
Party through its legal framework while the academics and the mass media people argued from

principles and discourse as human resource milestone.
