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At present, countries are confronted with trafficking in persons’ problems.
As acknowledged countries need to prevent and suppress the trafficking in persons absolutely.
Furthermore, a major problem due to trafficking in persons is that of remedies for victims. Hence, in
2000(A.D.),the Convention Against Transnational Organized Crime and Protocol to Prevent Suppress
and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children were adopted by the United
Nations. Provisions of the Protocol mentioned address various protection measures. Asean countries
such as Thailand, Laos, Myanmar, Cambodia, Vietnam, Philippines, Indonesia, Malaysia, Singapore,
and Brunei are encountering trafficking in persons problem as well. Some of the countries
mentioned have become parties to the Convention Against Transnational Organized Crime and
Protocol to Prevent Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Person, Especially Women and Children.
Therefore, whether the protection measures for victims of trafficking in persons by those Asean
countries conforms with the Convention and Protocol is intere sting. For non-member Asean countries,
there is the question whether they focus on trafficking i'n persons’ problems or not.

After having considered the measures concerning protection of victims of trafficking in
persons ,it can be said that those Asean countries participating in such treaties also have measures
to protect victims of trafficking in persons and are able to provide remedies to the victims.
Nevertheless, the measures mentioned are insufficient. If Asean countries become members of the
Protocol to Prevent Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children, they

must enhance legal and other measures to protect the victims.
