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The purpose of the study of hazardous waste in this thesis is to give the legal
measures to protect the community in the urban area from the hazardous waste.
The researcher has selected a community in Bangkok as the area of study. Hundred of
questionnaires has been collected from the heads of family, chiefs of the community and

administrators of the Bangkok Metropolitan Authority

According to the research, certain laws have already been passed to enforce the
general waste management in Thailand. However, there has been no specific law to cope
with hazardous waste at all. For example, the Public Health Act 2535 B.E. deals only with
the management of general waste without any specification of hazardous waste. Due to
this law, the Bangkok Metropolitan Authority has not produced any regutation to manage
hazardous waste. Furthermore, the people in the communities have very little idea about
the management of hazardous waste in their household. The result is that all kinds of waste
have been dumped together without any sorting, thus causing problems that affect the well

being of the people in the community.

In order to solve the problem of hazardous waste efficiently, the Bangkok
Metropolitan Authority should amend the Public Health Act 2535 B.E. empowering the
authority to manage the hazardous waste. Along with this, the Bangkok Metropolitan
Authority should keep the people well informed about the hazardous waste and how to

manage it in their household.
