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This study's purposes were to analyze music teacher competencies in foreign and Thai
curricula and to develop a pre-internship workshop model (PIWM) for developing music
competencies of student teachers at Rajabhat Universities.

The research methodology consisted of 5 stages: (1) reviews of the relevant music teacher
curricula and music teacher competencies; (2) development of the modei-PIWM and training
modules; (3) validation of the model by the music teacher experts; (4) implementation of the
proposed model; and (5) evaluation of the model by the focus group seminar.

The procedures were a document analysis, expert interviews, and a survey obtained from
248 music students and 63 music teachers from 19 Rajabhat Universities. The PIWM was
implemented to Rajabhat Nakhorn Pathom University student teachers for 96 hours.

The study revealed the findings of 5 major aspects of music competencies in the music
student teachers with the content knowledge of 16 areas as follows:

a) music theory, covering the content knowledge of 1) chord and progression, 2) scale

and mode, 3) rhythm, 4) melody, 5) score writing, and 6) composition;

b) music performance, covering the content knowledge of 1) music sheet, 2) improvisation,

and 3) chorus;

¢) music management, covering the content knowledge of 1) band management, and

2) conducting;
d) music technology, covering the content knowledge of 1) music computer production;
e) professional music teacher, covering the content knowledge of 1) music curriculum,
2} instruction technique, 3) music media, and 4) music evaluation.

The PIWM consisted of the main principles of solving the weak-points of music students,
training the core competency program, and tutoring experience in music skills and concepts. The
Implementation showed that, in comparison with the controlled group, the experimental group
obtained higher scores in major aspects of music in the pre test and post test.

Based on the findings, PIWM is the training system for students focusing on the academic
leaming, perception of music curriculum and self-confidence of their pre-professional preparation.
in addition, PIWM would imply how students develop themselves to be a potential and professional

teacher.
