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As a member of the Word Trade Organization (WTO), Thailand has a commitment to comply with the
TRIPs in relation to the enforcement of intetlectual property rights as to which the introduction part of this Thesis
has specified that it is a private right. In addition, the TRIPs mention about using the civil enforcement measures
as a principal measure for enforcing intellectual property rights while the criminal measures can be a supplement

measure for improvement of the efficiency in protecting the intellectual property rights.

The objectives of this study are to create opportunities for the owners of the intellectual property rights
in selecting the most appropriate and fairness measures for protecting their intellectual property rights and trade
marks in case of violation. I have found from the study that the major obstacle in using civil measures are the
proving of damages, determination of the compensation, including the enforcement and discontinue the violation.
As a result of this, the owners of the intellectual property rights prefer to use the criminal measure rather than
civil measures in order to make those people who committed the violation afraid of the measures. Therefore, the
enforcement of the civil measure need to be amended and improved by introducing a pre-established damages or
statutory damages, having independent appraisal determine the damages and compensation or establishing a
standard damages, by determining compensation based on the incomes or profits received from such violation
(account of profits), by establishing punitive damages or exemplary damages, by creating a measure to protect
the creators of intellectual property rights, by establishing criteria or standard procedure for issuing order to
discontinue the violation or mareva injection prior to the filing of court cases and by creating a measure for
handling the violated products including informing the owners of the intellectual property rights about a third

party who has committed the violation and seizing his/her property.
