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Currently, the only provision relating to an interlocutory order in criminal
case, provides that where an interlocutory order does not entail the conclusion of a
trial, no appeal can be lodged against it unless there is a judgment or order on the.
main issue and an appeal is also lodged against such judgment or order. This thesis
finds that, the followings were not mentioned;

1. Definition of an interlocutory order in criminal case.

2. Procedure of appeal of an interlocutory order regarding an objection.

3. Application of an exception in appealing an interlocutory order in civil

case.
4. Exceptions in appealing an interlocutory order in criminal case.

Lacking of the above mentioned issues has resulted in many problems
such as problem in construing the law, in securing rights and freedoms of a
defendant detained during the trial, and in dealing with prolonged cases and
delaying tactics of parties.

This thesis analytically studied Thai legal systems, philosophy of law,
underlying reason of criminal proceedings, as well as theories of international legal
system and used them as guidelines to amend the relevant laws in order to resolve

such problems effectively.
