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The purpose of this research was to evaluate the Project for Potential Promotion of
the Juvenile Relations Center for Learning on Prevention and Treatment of Narcotic Problems in
School at Pakdee College of Commerce and Technology, Kamphaeng Phet Province on its
components of input, process, and output.

The research sample totalling 628 persons consisted of students who participated in
the project, counselling teachers, parents, apd project undertakers/ administrators. A
questionnaire was employed as the research instrument. Data were analyzed using the frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and content analysis.

Research findings revealed that (1) the inputs of the project comprising the human
resource, budget, media, equipment and technology for organizing project activities were rated to
be appropriate at the high level; (2) for the operation process of the project, it was found that steps
of activities, patterns of activities, contents, appropriateness of the operation, and interestingness
of activities were rated at the high level; and (3) for the output of the project, it was found that the
achievement of objectives, satisfaction of project participants, participation of project

participants, and benefits and impacts derived from the project were rated at the high level.
