(4) A summary of
teachers and students’ attitudes, learning achievements, students adjustment to new learning, the achievement
of students taken university courses and the career plans of alumni who have been successful in this program.
The data collection for evaluation»of this project includes the documentation of areas of study and student
samples. These include the following; (1) Students Grades 10 — 11 =93 people (2) The present students at
St. Gabriel’s College who are still studying in university = 60 people (3) The Alumni = 45 people (4)
Teachers and Administrators = 40 people (5) Educators = 5 people Totally 243 people. This section
provides access to a very general set of evaluation tools including: (1) Administrators and Teachers survey.
(2) Students Grades 10 — 11 survey. (3) University students’ survey. (4) Alumni’s survey. The research tools
used for this analysis are: context validity, especially an evaluation of attitude and adjusting of the students
that is 0.84 and 0.86 respectively and the statistical of analysis data is Mean, Standard Deviation and T-test.
