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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to (1) evaluate the input of the operation of the
Army Community’s Funds in Phitsanulok military units; (2) evaluate the process of operation of
the Army Community’s Funds in Phitsanulok military units; (3) study the problems and obstacles
of the operation of the Army Community’s Funds in Phitsanulok military units; and (4) study the
appropriate approach for the operation of the Army Community’s Funds in Phitsanulok military
units.

The research samples totalling 454 persons consisted of members of the
Community’s Funds, committee members of the Community’s Funds, and commanders of the
Community’s Funds members in Phitsanulok military units. The employed research instruments
were an interview structure and a questionnaire. Data were analyzed with the use of the
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and content analysis.

Research findings revealed that (1) the inputs of the operation including the policy,
readiness of the participants, and qualification of members and committee members were rated to
be appropriate at the moderate level; (2) the process of the operation including the management
and operation was rated at the moderate level; (3) problems and obstacles of the operation were
rated at the moderate level including those for coordination and knowledge development for
members; and (4) the appropriate approach for the operation of the Community’s Funds included
determination of an appropriate place for the operation, the members must clearly understand the
policy of the Community’s Funds, and develop themselves according to the principles of strong
community enhancement.
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
