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The purposes of this research are to 1) evaluate Lab School Projects Under
Saraburi Educational Service Area Office, 2) compare the resuits of this evaluation
between the general school board members, school administrators, teachers and
students. Three hundred and sixteen samples used in this research were the general
school board members, school administrators, teachers and students of Lab School
Projects under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office during 2006 academic year.
This questionnaire was designed by the researcher with a reliability of 0.97. The data
were analyzed by a ready-made program in the application of percentage, mean (i),
standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, One-Way ANOVA and Scheffe's Method.

Findings indicated that:

1. the evaluation of Lab School Projects under Saraburi Educational Service
Area Office in each aspects were as follows: 1) the context of the project was rated at a
modérafe level, 2) the process of the project was rated at a moderate level, and 3) the
outcome of the project was also rated at a moderate level.

2. the comparison of results of this evaluation between the general school
board members, school administrators, teachérs, and students were as follows: 1) the
evaluation of the éontext was at a statistically Signiﬁcant difference at a level of 0.05,
2) the evaluation of the process had no difference and, 3) the evaluation of the outcome

also had no difference.
