The purpose of this research was to investigate factors affecting decision making to study
teacher profession of higher secondary students studying in schools within Muang District,
Chiang Mai province. The sample under research composed of 350 Matayom Suksa 6 students
studying in schools in Muang District, Chiang Mai province. The data were collected through
questionnaires and then were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings could be summarized as follows:

As to compare career choice factors of those who chose and not chose teacher
professional, the mean of those who chose to study teacher profession was higher than those who
did not. In those who chose to study teacher professional, the mean can be arranged from
professional advancement and stability, self proper, personal and environment affecting their
decision making, professional faith and favor. Those who chose not to study teacher professional,
the mean can be arranged from professional advancement and stability, self proper, professional
faith and favor, personal and environment affecting their decision making. Three most important
causing the students not to choose teacher profession were that students in present are

disrespectful and insubordinate. Moreover, a teacher profession is a hard and varied work.
