ABSTPACT

The objectives of this study were to determine factors influencing the study
selection in business computer of the higher vocation students of a private vocation school in
Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province and to study the educational management in business
computer. A set of questionnaire was used to collect data from 375 students by non-systematic
sampling from 7 schools of Private Vocatioﬁ Schools in Mueang District, Chiang Mai
Province.

The resuits showed that nearly most of them were female, 19 years old, hving in
Chiang Mai. Their last education were senior high school. Their support came from their parents
who mostly worked as employee.

Factors influencing in the study selection separated into two groups: attracting factors
and supporting factors. For the attracting factors of the students came from the student’s

preferences, school reputation, school location, school advertisement, alumni inducement and



teacher suggestion. Moreover, the supporting factors of the students came from high school GPA,
friends, parents and cousins, respectively. For students preference factor came from their
expectancy. They expected to get a job easily when they graduated. They expected that they had an
advantage in applyirg for a job. They expected to get a loan for studying. The supporting factors were
the support from their parents who mostly worked as employee and were in the medium class of
income.

Furthcrmore, the result of education management showed that the privite ‘vocation
schiools werc enough computer for students. The software programs were up to date and had variety of
programs. The management in curriculum were good in planing to serve for labors market. The
teachers had qualification directly to the program. Finally, students could get a good advising in

studying.
