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The objectives of this research were to 1) know the opinions of the concerned parties
in the transfer of the Highway Department’s works to the local administrative organizations 2)
know problems in the transfer and 3) make appropriate suggestions in the transfer.

Close-ended questionnaire was used to collect data from 300 people consisting of
officials at the Office of the Highway Department 1 (Chiang Mai) and local politicians and

local officials in Chiang Mai Province. Statistical analysis involved frequency, percentage, and

mean,
The findings were:

1. The Highway Department officials believed that the local administrative

organizations were not yet ready for the transfer.

2. The local politicians and the local officials believed that the local administrative

organizations were ready for the transfer.
