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ABSTRACT

This objectives of this research were to study 1) the local politicians’ motivations to enter
local politics of the Tambon Administrative Organization 2) factors affecting the entry into local
politics and 3) the comparison between personal and community benefits after the entry into
politics.

Close-ended questionnaire was used to collect data from 300 members of Tambon
Administrative Organizations in Chiang Mai Province. Statistical analysis involved frequency,
percentage, mean, and one way ANOVA.

The finding were:

1. The respondents’ motivations to enter local politics were to protect local interests and
to help develop the community, respectively.

2. Factors affecting the entry into local politics involved more the community interests
than the personal interests.

3. The personal and the community interests in entering the local politics could be
compared as follows:

3.1 The respondents who were single and more educated tended to have more
personal interests.
3.2 The respondents who were better educated, with business occupation, higher

income, and served as the president of TAO tended to have more community interests.
