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Abstract 
 

 This study as title �Health Care Practice of Female Cervical Cancer Based on 
Buddhist-Thai Traditional Medicine (Meditation Treatment)0 has objective for the study in 
definition at the meaning of treatment role based on Buddhist-Thai traditional medicine 
(Meditation Treatment) of female cervical cancer and study of female in self analysis 
after the study in based on Buddhist-Thai traditional medicine (Meditation Treatment) 
that how it would have affected in painfulness by cervical cancer disease. 
              This study has selected sampling groups from female who have been cervical 
cancer at lasting stage and blended medicine after the treatment that based on modern 
medicine which has not been affected. They have purposed Thai traditional medicine 
(Meditation Treatment) for taking care themselves. At the matter of Meditation  practices 
of female cervical cancer by mental practice before death. There were been sampling 
group as three groups. The first group is female cervical cancer group at lasting stage 
those have been treatment by Buddhist-Thai traditional medicine (Meditation Treatment) 
and by themselves from patient protective unit at recuperative phase at Arokayasarn, 
Khampramong, Pannanikom, Sakonnakorn. They have been coming for treatment at 
least 7 days. This group has 8 persons. The second group has three persons who have 
treated to female cervical cancer. The third group is the one patient relative who has 
taken care closely the patient through phase of illness. All total of sampling groups are 
12 persons. The study has been using method in-depth interview and collected data 
from many documents those are concerned. Additionally, there were used sharing 
experiences of researcher in the study and data analysis based on concept, theories 
and viewed point of feminisms for example, concept of Buddhist-Thai Traditional 
Medicine(Meditation Treatment), concept of Non-mainstream Feminist Thought,  
concept of  Discourse analysis Body and illness and Concept of the meaning of death 
and dying. Duration for data collection was 8 months those were since January to 
August 2007. 
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     The findings of the study were persons who informed data those defined the  
meaning about treatment role based on Buddhist-Thai traditional medicine (Meditation 
Treatment) of female cervical cancer were not more difference from ever defining the 
only meaning of treatment. Also, there was more certainty on meaning of treatment by  
their chosen. That was Buddhist-Thai Traditional Medicine (Meditation Treatment). 
Beside this, there was found that interviewee might define the meaning more than only 
meaning on the same person those were be difference according to each experience. 
   Taking of treatment based on Buddhist-Thai traditional medicine (Meditation 
Treatment) for self treatment are found on difference as followings  

1. Group which has taken treatment based on Buddhist-Thai Traditional 
Medicine (Meditation Treatment). Because treatment based on modern medicine at 
many hospitals are not effective. They have been using mental practice and Meditation 
in prompt before the death will come. This group has 7 persons who have been 
treatment by 2 means. These are modern medicine and Buddhist-Thai Traditional 
Medicine (Meditation Treatment) because the treatment by core present medicine has 
not been effective. Thus, there would search for alternative medicine for their treatment. 

2. Group which has taken treatment based on Buddhist-Thai Traditional 
Medicine (Meditation Treatment). Because, this group has really denied modern 
medicine and they have feared in operation, painfulness more than death. This group 
has one person who has denied treatment base on modern medicine. 

 Conclusion of the study were found that both groups have thought which are 
being in line with viewed point of  non-mainstream Feminist Thought . Those are keenly 
escaped from death. Both groups have defined the meaning in resemblance and 
difference about treatment based on Buddhist-Thai Traditional Medicine (Meditation 
Treatment). After those were finished from meditation, there are findings that most of  
female cervical cancer have energetic heart and do not fear for death. They have 
viewed in dying as usual. This matter is starting point that they have to face with death 
and painfulness. Death is the process that female must be alerted before dying  
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including meditation treatment would be save from distress, having relaxing mind, 
proceeding their lives as usually and life extension. They are ready to fight with disease 
and deep understand with cervical cancer disease those have been being on them. 
They have really reached to core of dharma. This would be brought them to calm death.  
They would be speaking as take a leave before dying and believed that practicing for  
immaculate mental mind before dying will lead to rebirth in good status of the next 
world. 

 Besides this, there were found that the meaning definition about role of  
Buddhist-Thai Traditional Medicine (Meditation Treatment) that did her has good feeling 
and understands in role of treatment based on Buddhist-Thai Traditional Medicine 
(Meditation Treatment). The important matter that person who have been female cervical 
cancers have confident feel with matters those are selected by themselves. They have 
realized on new meaning definition which is occurrence in matter � death and dying0. 
They could adjust themselves for survival. Female could use the new meaning which is 
about Buddhist-Thai Traditional Medicine (Meditation Treatment) in the matter of the 
occurrence of dying and death for opening the area for persons who have been female 
cervical cancers. They would have negotiated power with core present medicine 
(Experts) in selective decision by their treatment that based on effective spiritual 
treatment.
