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This research is aimed to study the style and dating of Crowned Buddha Images
found in the chest and the left shoulder of Mongkolbophitr , Ayutthaya province. The results
of the research are namely :

The crowned Buddha images which were found in the chest and the left shoulder
of Phra Monkolbophit in Ayudhya province are classified to the mid-Ayudhya art dated
around 17" century A.D. Though all Buddha images mainly created from the conviction of
Buddhism, combination of the faith in Buddha Raja are reflected.

Influenced by early Thai arts, the crowned Buddha images were decorated in
various patterns. For instance, a crown entrusted with two parallel lines and beads and
knobbed earring are the characteristic of the ornament of the Lop Buri art dated to 14" -15"
centuries A.D. which influenced by Khmer art. Moreover, the motif on a headdress somewhat
like a coronet and crowned of the bronze Deva sculpture in Sukhothai art dated 14" -15"
centuries A.D. and the linear decorating pattern of Lanna art dated 16™-17" centuries A.D. are
the manifestation of the crowned Buddha images. The initiation of these decoration possibly
derived from the motif on Chinese ceramics-in the reign of Yuan Dynasty (13" -14" centuries
A.D.) and Ming Dynasty (15™ -16™ centuries A.D.) which were found in Thailand. Eventually,
the artisan of Ayudhya carefully selected and applied some of these patterns to be the specific
characteristic of the crowned Buddha images in the middle of Ayudhya period.
